MINUTES OF THE FULL MEETING HELD ON 15th SEPTEMBER 2011

ii. The number of vehicles crashing on Watering Farm bend.

A CD and various pieces of literature about an Emergency Plan were given to the Clerk for future reference.  It was AGREED that a decision should be made on this subject at a future Meeting.
